Liturgical Corner
SOLEMNITY OF THE

MOST HOLY TRINITY

The Most Holy Trinity, in a certain sense sums up
God's revelation which was brought about through the
Paschal Mysteries: Christ's death and Resurrection, his
Ascension to the right hand of the Father and the
outpouring of the Holy Spirit. The human mind and
language are inadequate to explain the relationship that
exists between the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit;
yet the Fathers of the Church sought to illustrate the
mystery of the Triune God by living it with deep faith
in their own lives.

The divine Trinity takes up his abode in us on the day
of our Baptism: "I baptize you in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit". Every
time we sign ourselves with the sign of the Cross we
remember God's name in which we were baptized.
With regard to the sign of the Cross a theologian,
Romano Guardini, remarked: "We do it before praying
so that... we may put ourselves spiritually in order;
focus thoughts, heart and will on God; after praying,
so that what God has given us may remain within us....
It embraces the whole being, body and soul... and

everything is consecrated in the name of the Triune
God".
