FAMILY LIFE CENTER (FLC) 
 
INCOME (Pledges received plus contributions)

EXPENSE 
 

Expense for our FLC includes mortgage payments (principal and interest) of $5,771 per month or 
$69,252 annually.  It also includes $15,000 annual property insurance.  All other costs are included in 
our Church expense. 
 
We currently owe $686,573 on the mortgage plus $86,000 on a loan from our Reserve Account.  We 
expect to pay back the $86,000 loan this spring.  While the three-year Capital Campaign will soon be 
over for most pledges, we still have the mortgage to pay so we encourage everyone to continue to     
support our FLC with your contributions. 
 
FLC Capital Campaign Update

Pledge payments received through December………………..……………..$1,409,716 
 
Our FLC continues to be a valuable asset for our Parish.  During the months of December and January, 
there were 89 meetings and events held in the building which included wedding receptions, funeral    
receptions, school Christmas shopping event, school Grandparents breakfast, free pancake breakfasts, 
1st Communion and Confirmation retreats, Soup Kitchen Appreciation Gala, along with all ministry 
meetings and functions. 
 
IMPROVEMENTS 
 

This fall season we replaced the air conditioner for the school cafeteria at a cost of $8,000.  We are 
presently getting quotes to replace a large portion of the school roof which is expected to exceed 
$100,000.  Plans are also in place to upgrade our Church restrooms.
