EUCHARISTIC CONGRESS 
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Parish Feast Day Celebration 
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 FROM OUR PASTOR’S DESK 
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WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO YOU TO BE IN RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD? 
 

Fr. James Gilhooley tells us this story. At Confirmation, the archbishop asked the children for a     
definition of the Holy Trinity. A girl answered very softly, “The Holy Trinity is three Persons in one 
God.” The archbishop, who was almost deaf, replied, “I didn’t understand what you said.” And the 
young theologian before him replied, “You are not supposed to. The Trinity is a mystery.”  
 

Our world is filled with mysteries. The most wondrous thing in the world is the mysterious (Albert 
Einstein). Our life is a faint tracing on the surface of mystery (Annie Dillard). We live with mysteries 
very comfortably. Scientists estimate that 90% of the cosmos is mystery. Who of us understands   
himself/herself? 
 

We are still trying to figure out how water rises from the earth through the trunk and finds its way out 
to the leaves of a tree? What Isaac Newton opined in the 18th century is as true in the 21st: “What we 
know is a drop. What we don’t know is an ocean.”  
 

What does the doctrine of the Blessed Trinity tell us about the kind of God we worship and what does 
this say about the kind of people we should be? I would like to share two points. 
 

First, God does not exist in isolated individualism but in a community of relationships. In other 
words, God is not a loner or a recluse. This means that a Christian in search of Godliness must shun 
every tendency to isolationism and individualism. The ideal Christian spirituality is not that of flight 
from the world like that of certain Buddhist monastic traditions where the quest for holiness means 
withdrawal to the Himalayas away from people and society. 
 

Second, true love requires three partners, St. Augustine’s concept of Trinity is lyrical. The Father is 
the lover. The Son is the loved one. And the Holy Spirit is the love they send forth. 
 

Each one of us becomes fully human only when we are in relationship with God and in relationship 
with others. I am a Christian insofar as I live in a relationship of love with God and other people. 
 

Our Annual Parish Feast, Pentecost was 
held on last Sunday. It provided an    
opportunity for fun and coming together 
as a school family, a church family, and 
a loving community. A huge thank 
you to the congregation members and 
volunteers who made this event     
possible! Special thanks to our Knights 
of Columbus, Parish Pastoral Council 
and the Liturgical Committee. Once 
again, we thrived as a family. Proud to 
be your pastor! Thank you! 
 
May the grace of the Holy Trinity help 
us to banish all traces of selfishness in 
our live and to live in love of God and 
of neighbor.
