 FROM OUR PASTOR’S DESK 

WALK WITH JESUS: 

 

The Palm Sunday marks the Lord’s triumphant entrance into Jerusalem and 

thereby the beginning of His Passion. By recalling Jesus’ journey to the 

Cross, the prayers and scriptures in liturgy invite us to a deeper union with 

our Lord. They prepare us to meaningfully participate in the Passion of our 

Lord so that we understand how much Jesus suffered for all of us and that 

we remain faithful to His unconditional love that led Him to the Cross. 

 

The Scriptures take us from Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem to his last meal with his 

disciples and through his passion to his death on the Cross. In the midst of all this drama is 

Jesus, who has chosen to be the Suffering Servant for our salvation. 

 

St. Paul reminds us that Jesus did not regard equality with God something to hold on to. He 

chose to empty himself and became human like us. Then, as a further sign of his love for us, 

he humbled himself, becoming obedient to the point of death on a cross. All of this for love 

of you and me. 

 

In His suffering, Jesus is offering us healing. In His dying, He is giving us life. 

 

Yes! What Jesus experienced in His passion is a manifestation 

of God’s overwhelming love for you and me. As we begin 

the Holy Week, our focus is not only on what happened to 

Jesus but also, and more importantly, on what Jesus Christ, 

the Son of God, did for our salvation. 

 

Let us walk with Jesus in His passion journey and be present 

to the emotions, the sorrow and the pain that He went 

through for our redemption.
