FROM OUR PASTOR’S DESK 
LET US REJOICE IN THE GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT! 

 

In a certain community there was an atheist. A non-believer to the core, he was 

not interested in matters churchy. It was a cold and dead church anyway. One 

day the church building caught fire, and the whole town ran toward it to help 

extinguish the flames… including the village atheist! Someone hollered out: “Hey, 

this is something new for you, the first time we’ve ever seen you running to 

church!” He replied, “This is the first time I’ve ever seen the church on fire!” 

 

We see the church on fire today. However, it is not the church building on fire, but the Church – the 

people are on fire. That is what we see in the second chapter of the Acts of the Apostles. The 

Church was on fire. Why “fire”? Fire is the symbol of transformation! Fire changes whatever it 

touches. Fire transformed former fishermen, ex-religious leaders, tax collectors into disciples and 

apostles. 

 

I have enjoyed praying the Holy Spirit novena this week, focusing on the gifts of the Spirit (wisdom, 

understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord). While each of the 

prayers focused on being able to receive the gifts, which is very critical, I found my reflection was 

often on how I have already received and used these gifts in my life. It’s almost like the Lord was 

telling me, “See, you have already been given this gift, so keep on using it!” That was a good 

reminder. 

 

I rejoice the power of God in the Holy Spirit so strongly present in our parish. I give thanks to God for 

the generosity of your gifts especially for the gift of your faith.  The times spent in daily Adoration of 

the Blessed Sacrament, Rosary, Bible Study, Faith Formation Sessions and many gatherings of prayer 

and praises to the Lord spent by you, are very moving and a blessing.  

 

The talent you share from ministering at Mass to making other’s feel Christ’s compassion and love by 

visiting the home-bound, bringing a meal or just a smile to many, and assisting at the food 

distributions, serving wine and cheese, pancakes, coffee and donuts and the way the grounds are 

taken care is impressive. I always admire the way you excel with all the fund raisings to support 

people locally and abroad.  THANK YOU!!!  

 

I ask you to join me in recognizing the excellence of our church and school staff.  Whether it is the 

patient and loving approach to parishioners visiting the office, the desire to communicate the truth 

of our faith through various media offerings or the outreach of the sacraments, the staff at our 

church truly seeks to serve our parish family.
