  As members of the Church, Jesus calls us to 
be disciples.

Stewardship has 
the power to shape and mold our 
understanding of our lives and the way in 
which we live. 

Jesus' disciples and Christian stewards 
recognize God as the origin of life, giver of 
freedom, and source of all things.
